How It Works 
●​ Woven Words handles registration & marketing. We’ll promote the event (and add 

you as a co-host / featured facilitator), manage sign-ups, and collect payments. We 
encourage you to share the event on your social pages and e-mail lists, but Woven 
Words will create the content for you! 

●​ Revenue split. Artists receive 65% of total ticket sales, while Woven Words keeps 
35% as the event host and marketer. 

○​ Example: 10 guests at $40 each = $400 total. Artist earns $260, Woven Words 
keeps $140. 

●​ Supplies & instruction. The collaborating artist provides all necessary supplies, tools, 
and step-by-step guidance for guests. 

●​ Event support. A Woven Words staff member will be present to assist with logistics, and 
the shop will remain open for browsing and book shopping.​
